Those of you that are familiar with control products from MSB Data Systems, are also familiar with the “BrowseForFolder” control.  Many of our patrons have enjoyed its use, and all the bells and whistles that went with it.


However, some of you have been asking for a version that would do just the browsing, from within an automatically drawn dialog box… well, wait no longer… this new control does just that.

Syntax:  FBrowse1.Fbrowse(lngParentWindowHandle, strTitle) as String

The first parameter in the syntax is a long integer that defines the handle of the calling window.  (Usually “Me.HWnd”)  The second parameter is a title that will be displayed near the top of the resulting dialog box.  The final result is a string that’s the resulting pathlist.

	Example:

Pathlist=FBrowse1.FBrowse(Me.Hwnd,”Title”)

…will yield the dialog box listed in figure “A”.

When a valid folder is selected from the dialog box, the “OK” button will enable, allowing you to click it… at which point, the “Pathlist” string variable you specified as the retuned value, will contain a string representing the folder that was highlighted at the time that the “OK” button was clicked.

Ya can’t get too very much easier to use, than this is… it’s not rocket science, people!
